Auto Update

The Canon PSA will always be up to date with the latest
system software releases through the automatic update
function. The PSA monitors a dedicated Canon
Enterprise Services System software portal. When it 
discovers a new release, the appliance automatically
downloads it and records it in the events log. The IT
Manager can set the appliance for manual updates if
he/she chooses. Updates are available for one year at
no additional cost and can be extended for up to three
years though an optional maintenance agreement.

Easy Access to Additional ESP-based Applications

Because the PSA is based on Canon•s Enterprise
Services Platform (ESP), customers can easily take
advantage of follow-up applications that Canon will be
launching under the ESP umbrella.
